d) Resolution of the minutes of the meeting of members of March 29, 2014

previous meeting of members together with the minutes in the future. 

 

3) Report of the board 

- In the last two years, four board meetings took place in Bockenem, 

Germany, which served the purpose of planning the conference, discussing 

the future of the association and planning the website. 

- With respect to the upcoming conference, lots of work was put into 

improving child care and providing more capacities.  

- Cindy DeKlerk and Rick Pasman participated in the 2015 EURORDIS meeting 

of members in Madrid, Spain: An important topic was, inter alia, the new 
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European laws that intend to centralize European associations to the greatest 

extent possible. 

- The new website is currently under development and will be finished as soon 

as possible.
